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Design- og industrivirksomheden
Neeste skaber arkitekttegnede skure
af genbrugsmaterialer, der pryder det
danske bybillede. Udover at kreere
skure inden for en cirkuleer proces er
Naeste med til at understatte sociale
feellesskaber med multifunktionelle
designs og idealer. At the design and
industrial company Neaeste, they cre-
ate architect-designed sheds from
recycled materials that beautify the
Danish urban landscape. In addition
to creating sheds within a circular
process, Naste also helps support
social communities through their
multifunctional designs and ideals.

Neeste blev skabt i 2018, da
Niels Jakubiak Andersen stod
pa taget af en kebenhavner-
ejendom og blev frustreret over,
at man ikke kunne bruge gode
genbrugsmaterialer grundet
deres alder.

“Sa kiggede jeg ned i sddan
en typisk kebenhavnerbag-
gard, og der var skure foran
hver bygning. Sa kunne jeg se,
at det maske var der, vi skulle
prove at bruge alle de her
materialer - i sekundeert byg-
geri,” forteeller Niels Jakubiak
Andersen, stifter og admini-
strerende direktor for Neeste.
Hurtigt herefter begyndte gen-
brugsdremmen og -firmaet at

forme sig.

Treeer der vokser langsomt

Neeste genbruger tree og mate-

Neeste was founded in 2018,
when Niels Jakubiak Ander-
sen was standing on the roof
of a Copenhagen property and
grew frustrated that quality
recycled materials could not
be used because of their age.

“Then | looked down into
a typical Copenhagen court-
yard, and there were sheds in
front of each building. Then |
thought that perhaps that was
where we should try to use all
these materials - in second-
ary construction,” says Niels
Jakubiak Andersen, founder
and chief executive officer of
Naeste. Shortly afterwards, the
recycle dream and company

began to take shape.

Trees that grow slowly
Naeste reuses wood and mate-

“Der er en hojere kvali-
tet i det her tree end nyt tree,
fordi det er fra dengang, hvor
traeerne voksede langsomt,”
forteeller Niels Jakubiak An-
dersen. | nutidens byggeindu-
stri har man hastigt brug for
treemateriale. Derfor goder
man skove og treplantager
betydeligt, sd treeerne kan
vokse hurtigt. Dette gar dog
ofte ud over holdbarheden,
da traeerne ikke far lov til at
vokse sig hoje og tykke i eget
tempo, og derfor far man ikke
den teette kernestruktur, som
gor treeerne steerkere. Ved at
bruge genbrugstree fra for 100
ar siden far man denne kerne-
struktur og patina, som gor
Neestes skure unikke.

“Vi har regnet ud, at der
er ca. 400.000 ton treeaffald
om aret i Danmark, og ca. en
fjerdedel af det kan blive gen-
brugt. Det vil sige 100.000 ton
tree, som svarer stort set til
10% af Danmarks skovpro-
duktion i dag,” forklarer Niels
Jakubiak Andersen. Ifglge Nee-
stes udregninger kan et skur
fra dem spare op til 155kg
CO2/m?2i skurets levetid sam-
menlignet med nye stalskure.
For at fortseette det vigtige
cirkulere arbejde tilbyder
Naste bl.a. ogsa tage med na-
turbeplantning og genbrugte
solceller. Et Naeste-skur er en
del af noget storre, og derfor
har alle dele en funktion - om
den er funktionel eller seste-
tisk, kommer an pa skuret.

»production for their ar-
chitect-designed sheds. By
doing this, they lessen the de-
forestation of Danish forests.
In addition, they also reuse
bricks from Denmark’s ar-
chitectural heritage. The ma-
terials are generally of high
quality, but because of old
building practices they often
go to waste.

“There is a higher quality in
this wood than in new wood,
because it comes from the
time when trees grew slowly,”
explains Niels Jakubiak An-
dersen. In today’s construc-
tion industry, there is a great
demand for timber. Forests
and plantations are therefore
fertilised significantly so that

trees can grow quickly. Howe-
ver, this often affects dura-
bility, since the trees are not
allowed to grow tall and thick
at their own pace, and there-
fore we do not get the dense
core structure that makes
trees stronger. By using recyc-
led timber from 100 years ago,
you get this core structure and
patina, which is a part of what
makes Naeste’s sheds unique.

“We have calculated that
there are approximately
400,000 tonnes of wood wa-
ste per year in Denmark, and
that about one quarter of that
could be reused. That means
100,000 tonnes of wood, which

corresponds to almost 10 per-

cent of Denmark’s contem-

porary forest production,” ex-
plains Niels Jakubiak Andersen.
According to Naeste’s calcula-
tions, one of their sheds can
save up to 155 kg CO2/mz2 over
its lifetime compared to new
steel sheds. To continue the
important circular work, Nee-
ste also offers roofs with natu-
ral planting and recycled solar
panels. A Neeste shed is part of
something larger, and there-
fore every part has a function
- whether functional or aest-
hetic depends on the shed.

The beauty in the irregular

Neeste creates aesthetic circu-
larity by using the materials
that are available, even if they
do not have the same» style

reuse. The materials already
have a form of patching. It
is obvious that they have
been used,” describes Niels
Jakubiak Andersen. It is the
imperfect edges that make
Neeste’s sheds unique and
make them appear almost
alive. It is important that you

can see the character and

charm and that the circular
process is visually evident.

Love thy neighbour

As a child, my favourite
school day was often when
the teacher announced that
lessons would be held out-
doors. Naeste has made it
possible for this to happen
more often. Their sheds can,

for example, be used as out-

door classrooms, bringing
nature directly into daily life.
This is just one of the ways
in which they help create
spaces that bring people
together and support social
communities.

“That is why we are cal-
led Neaeste. Of course it is
because we think of the next
generation and the next life

of the materials. Butitis also

A world of life

For Niels Jakubiak Andersen,
it is not difficult to see why
recycled materials and cir-
cularity are so important.

“We must all die one day,
